Second 
place requires at least 51-57 points. Third place requires at least 45-50 points. If there are wide discrepancies 
between the assessment of the judge and others, the decision of the judge in consultation with the teacher 
and/or the superintendent will be final. Parents and/or students are welcome to ask for an explanation.
